Layout (2) two of the
18 x 27-1/2" steel panels making sure to
allow the correct overlap. Make sure the steel
plates are pushed up tight to the top plate.
Starting at the point of overlap, secure Sharp
Point Roofing Screws to both the top and
bottom of the frame. (See Fig. 11). Now work
your way left and right screwing the roofing
screws every 3-4 Inches to secure the panel.

Now that all the steel panels are in place and the
assembly is complete, you're ready to position
your new raised garden box and begin filling it.

Pick a location that is as level as possible. To fill,
start with the carton your product shipped in as
a base at the bottom of your garden box. You can
fill your assembled garden box with any type and
combination of nutrient rich soils and composts.
Fill to approximately two inches below the top
plate, wet the material and let it settle. When dry
you can begin planting your new garden!
